The affiants, preferably blood relatives, must have personal knowledge of the applicant's use of both names. 

The applicant may be requested to furnish additional documentation to support the change of name.  Final determination as to the 
name(s) to be shown in the passport will be made by Passport Services on the basis of the evidence submitted.  Completed affidavits 
will be retained. Copies should be made at the time of execution
